CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1.
The Tournament will be held under the Rules of Tennis and the Tournament Regulations and Code of Conduct of Tennis Ireland.

2.
Entries for all events close on Monday 11th March at 6.00 p.m. Each competitor may only enter one event. Competitors must supply a mobile phone number. Telephone entries will not be accepted. Players are prohibited from entering more than one Tournament taking place during the same period.

3.
All competitors must be registered members of Tennis Ireland (TI PIN) or agree to become a member to enter the Tournament. (Contact Tennis Ireland 01 884 4010 to register.)
3.
The draw will take place on Tuesday 12th March at 6 p.m. and the draw and the order of play will be displayed on www.brookfieldtennis.com  and in the Clubhouse from Wednesday 13th March.
4.
Play will commence each day at such times as the Referee may decide. Competitors not present, when called upon to play, may be disqualified. It is the duty of competitors to acquaint themselves with the times at which they are scheduled to play by consulting the website. All players in Under 12 and Under 14 events will play their first match on either 23rd or 24th March. Under 16 events may not start until 25th March. 
5.
The qualifying date for each event requires that the entrant be under the stipulated age on 31st December 2012. Under 10 events will be limited to 24 entries in both Boys and Girls singles and entrants must have been born in 2003 with the exception of those born in 2004 who hold a Tennis Ireland Passport.
6.
Matches will be the best of 3 tiebreak advantage sets except in Under 10 events.
7.
Recognised Tennis Attire must be worn.

8.
Babolat Tennis Balls will be used.

9.
6 Courts will be used in Brookfield and outside courts may also be used.

10.
The decision of the Referee or her authorised deputies will be final in relation to all matters pertaining to the Championships. No complaint in connection with the conduct of the Tournament can be entertained by the Committee unless made in writing and lodged with the Tournament Committee within 48 hours of the occurrence of the cause of same.
11.
The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.

12.
There will be 10 Singles Events viz Under 18, Under 16, Under 14, Under 12 and Under 10 Boys and Girls Singles.
13.
There will be an Under 18 event for Boys and an Under 18 event for Girls only if at least eight entries are received. In all events, entries will be limited to a maximum of a 64 draw. If the entries in any event exceed this number there will be a ballot of entries to limit the draw to 64.
14.
Catering facilities will be available at Brookfield Tennis Club.
15.
There will be no Plate events.
